WELCOME TO ANDOVER YOUTH CRICKET 2012

Firstly I would like to introduce myself. I am Noel Pope, the new Chairman of Andover Youth
Cricket. My son Sam is currently in the U13 age group and has played cricket here at Andover for
many years. I look forward to the new season and plenty of matches for our youngsters to enjoy
their cricket!

You should be aware from recent correspondence sent out that Andover has employed a new
coach. David Taylor is a Level 2 coach who has played both Premier League cricket and T20. He
has coached Premier League cricket for 6 years. He is currently providing some winter training
across all age groups. This has been very well received by our members and I am confident that
his addition to our team will enable us to build on previous seasons training in the coming outdoor
sessions.

At our recent committee meeting we have been discussing the running of the Club. For the coming
season we have an aim to reach out to local schools to not only to improve links with them but to
try to build up our membership, especially in the U13 age groups and above. Please keep an eye
out in your local school for posters about our training.

As with all Clubs Andover Youth Cricket must ensure that the children training and playing with us
are adequately supervised. Health and Safety is very important and we must have all your child’s
details in case an accident should occur. I cannot emphasise enough the importance of filling in
your details on line. Please log on and update your child’s details.

Once again we have reviewed our signing in policy at training. From 2012 a parent/responsible
adult MUST sign in their child and state where they will be and give a phone number for
contacting. If your child is U11 a parent or responsible adult must remain at the ground during the
session.

We have reviewed our pricing policy this season and have been able to keep subscriptions at the
same level as last season. We will however be increasing match fees by 50p in each age group
and charging £2.00 per session for all training.

I would also like to tell parents that they can become a social member of the Club for only £10.00.
This will give you access to special offers on bar prices. We are aiming to hold a BBQ on a Friday
possibly once a month when our U15 play matches and our U13 and U11 will be training this
season. The bar will be open on these occasions!
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I want to assure all parents that it is the aim of Andover Youth Cricket to ensure that all members
get the opportunity to play regular cricket whatever their ability. The following selection policy,
which was instigated last year, will continue to apply in the 2012 season. As you know it is very
time consuming to run so many teams and particularly with bad weather it makes it very difficult
to ensure that everyone plays an equal number of games.

Everyone who is selected to play must be a member of the Club. This is not only to
encourage membership but also for insurance purposes.

The League teams should be selected so that all members have a number of games in the season,
thereby allowing the development of all players

Cup Teams can be selected on ability in order to win

As far as possible team selection should be adapted to your opposition

All imported players MUST become full members and be available to play when selected and not
just for special occasions

Parents are asked to assist Managers in selection. If your child is asked to play then please
respond quickly. Managers cannot wait until the end of the week for a parent to say if their child is
available or not.

If ever you are concerned that your child may be being overlooked please get in
touch with me. Our aim is that everyone enjoys their season and comes back
for more in 2013!

The Membership fee structure for 2012 is as follows

U10 Upwards

An annual subscription of £50 per child for new members (to include a shirt), Holiday members
£25. Siblings will be given 10% discount on the whole cost. i.e. 3 children = £150 - £15 = £135
An annual subscription of £40 if your child is already a member and does not require a new shirt.
Siblings will be given 10% discount on the whole cost. i.e. 3 children = £120 - £12= £108
Subscription can be paid with 2 cheques (which must be given at the same time) one dated April
and one dated August. NO DISCOUNTS are applicable if you pay by this method.

Subscription will include the following items:

An Andover CC shirt

Entitlement to play in cricket matches at his/her level and 13+ to be available for playing in the
senior development teams 5"/6™ XI on Sat and 2" XI on Sunday. Girls may be in a different
league but can play with boys too.

Match fees £3.50 per game

Summer Training £2.00 per session

Entitlement to play winter indoor cricket

Winter coaching will continue to be paid for separately but entitles members to be informed of any
coaching available extra to the summer outdoor coaching.
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New members can have 2 weeks summer coaching @ a cost of £2.00 per session before being
asked to pay membership

U9

An annual subscription of £30 per child for new members (to include a shirt), Holiday members
£15. Siblings will be given 10% discount on the whole cost. i.e. 3 children = £90 - £9 = £81

An annual subscription of £20 if your child is already a member and does not require a new shirt.
Siblings will be given 10% discount on the whole cost. i.e. 3 children = £60 - £6= £54
Subscription can be paid with 2 cheques (which must be given at the same time) one dated April
and one dated August. NO DISCOUNTS are applicable if you pay by this method. Subscription will
include the following items:

An Andover CC shirt

Approximately 8 matches are played at this level

Match fees £2.50 per game

Summer Training will cost £2.00 per session

Winter coaching will continue to be paid for separately but entitles members to be informed of any
coaching available extra to the summer outdoor coaching.

New members can have 2 weeks summer coaching @ £2.00 per session before being asked to pay
membership.

Members who join later in the season will be entitled to a discount pro rata to
the time of joining.

The adult club are continuing to field 5 teams, which gives those who are able to cope with the
adult game experience at an early age of 42 over cricket.

As ever I am extremely grateful to all the committee, team managers, scorers and everyone else
who helps us to help our children enjoy their cricket. All help is hugely appreciated and if ever you
want to join in do not hesitate to do so.

For each age group there will be plenty of matches (weather permitting) including many friendlies
and two cup competitions.
