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First Aid Policy
High Roding CC take first aid very seriously and will ensure that as many members as possible are first aid qualified as possible.
High Roding Cricket Club will provide training each year to ensure persons involved with the club can be qualified, CWO, Managers and coaches MUST be first aid trained
In the event of first aid being given ensure that the correct actions are taken, depending on allergies etc, sticking plasters must not be used and aspirin not given.

The cricket club holds a first aid bag located under the first aid sign, the first aid incident book is in the bag and MUST be filled out.

Any bandages used must be disposed of. And reported so replacements can be purchased.

The club will ensure that Ice Packs are available for bruising, again if any are used please report so replacements can be purchased when necessary.
Please note: Under Clubmark guidelines Club Colt managers and coaches will have a list of those colts who have allergies or special needs for their group, a main list is held by the Colt Secretary.
