Data Protection. The Club will use the information provided on this form (together with other information it obtains 
about the player) (together “information”) to administer his/her cricketing activity at the Club and in any activities in 
which he/she participates through the Club and to care for and supervise activities in which he/she is involved. In some 
cases this may require the Club to disclose the Information to County Boards, Leagues and to the England and Wales 
Cricket Board. In the event of a medical issue or child protection issue arising, the Club may disclose certain information 
to doctors or other medical specialists and/or to police, children’s social care, the Courts and/or probation officers and, 
potentially to legal and other advisers involved in an investigation.

As the person completing this form, you must ensure that each person whose information you include in the 
form knows what will happen to their information and how it may be disclosed.
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PHOTOGRAPHY/VIDEO
Permission for the use of photographs and recorded images.

Harold Wood Cricket Club recognises the need to ensure the welfare and safety of all Young People in Cricket.  
As part of this commitment we will not permit photographs, video images or other images of Young People to be 
taken or used without the consent of the Parent/Guardian and the Young Player. The Club will follow the guidance 
issued by the England and Wales Cricket Board (ECB) on the use of images of Young People which is available on 
www.ecb.co.uk. The Club will take steps to ensure that these images are used solely for the purpose they are 
intended, which is the promotion and celebration of the Club’s cricketing activities. If you become aware that these 
images are being used inappropriately you should inform the Club Welfare Officer immediately.

If photographs, e.g. team or action shots, are submitted to the Press or published on the Club website, individuals will 
not be identified. In circumstances where there is a need to identify an individual player in the Press, parental permission 
will be sought beforehand.

The Club may use video equipment as a legitimate coaching aid, but will first seek parental consent.

TRANSPORT TO AND FROM MATCHES
Harold Wood Cricket Club policy is that parents or other responsible adults are responsible for 
transporting players to and from all matches and practice sessions. 

Therefore, the Club will not be registering Private Vehicles for the transportation of individuals in connection with any 
fixtures or practice sessions arranged by the Club.

The implementation of this policy is not intended to exclude any player from participation and parents or guardians 
should contact the Club Welfare Officer if they have any problems with the transportation of players to matches or 
practice sessions.

CLUB CHANGING POLICY
For players under the age of 18 playing in adult teams the following policy applies:

  �Young players uncomfortable with changing or showering with adults are under no obligation to do so and are 
advised to change and shower at home

  �Parental consent must be given if Young Players are to share changing facilities with adults

  �If Young Players are sharing changing facilities with adults, parents have the option to supervise them whilst they are 
changing. The Club will make reasonable efforts to arrange this

  �Mobile phones with camera facilities must NOT be used in the changing rooms at any time.

ANTI-BULLYING POLICY
Statement of intent 

Harold Wood CC are committed to providing a caring, friendly and safe environment for all of our children, so they 
can train and play cricket in a relaxed and secure atmosphere. 

Bullying of any kind will not be tolerated at our Club. We are a telling Club, and to this end if bullying does occur, 
all children are able to tell and feel sure that any incidents will be dealt with promptly. 

This means that anyone who knows bullying is happening should tell either a coach or the Club Welfare Officer. 
Contact details for the Club Welfare Officer can be found on the notice board at the Club and on the Club website.

MANAGING CHILDREN AWAY FROM THE CLUB
  �The Team Manager/Coach will be in possession of emergency contact details for all players, with any medical needs 

clearly marked

  �Players must abide by instructions given by the Team Manager/Coach

  �A first aid kit will be carried

  �The Harold Wood CC code of conduct applies to away matches as well as behaviour within the Club facilities

  �The Team Manager will communicate with all parents as to the meet times and venue of the away games.

MISSING CHILD GUIDELINES
In the event of a child going missing the following actions will be taken:

  �Ensure other children are supervised whilst the search for the missing child takes place

  �Inform the child’s parents

  �Organise all available responsible adults by areas to be searched

  �Search the area in which the child has gone missing, including changing rooms, toilets, public and private areas 
and the Club

  �If the child is not found within 20 minutes contact the police and take any further action as directed by them

  �All missing child incidents must be notified to the Club Welfare Officer, who will notify the County Welfare Officer 
who will in turn notify the ECB Child Protection Team.

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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR ACADEMY MEMBERS

All Academy members of Harold Wood Cricket Club must:

  �Play within the Spirit of Cricket as well as within the Laws

  �Abide by instructions given by the Team Manager/Coach

  �Respect opponents, officials, coaches and volunteers

  �Behave with self-discipline

  �At all times accept the Umpire’s decision and never show dissent

  �Not use foul or abusive language on or off the field

  �Treat all players as you would like to be treated

  ��Co-operate with Coaches, Team mates and Opponents – remember that without them there would be no game

  �Dress in an appropriate manner for training and matches (as agreed with coach)

  �Remember that all fees must be paid promptly

  �Never smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club

  �Never consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on club premises or whilst representing the club.

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENTS/GUARDIANS

Parents/Guardians must:

  �Encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them

  �Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials

  �Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results

  �Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding the good performances of all

  �Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes

  �Always accept the judgement of officials

  �Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy the game.
