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ENFIELD DISTRICT SUNDAY LEAGUE

RULES

PLAY


Clubs will play each other once in each season.   The venue will alternate each year.


Each match will be played as four mixed triples each triple playing eighteen ends.   There will be no restriction as to the make-up of teams.   Any combination ranging from all men to all ladies or any mix of both will be allowed.

ABANDONED GAMES


If, due to adverse weather conditions and with the agreement of both captains, a match has to be abandoned and a total of thirty-six or more ends have been played the score at the time of the abandonment shall stand.   If fewer than thirty-six ends have been played, the clubs may agree to re-play the fixture otherwise the points will be divided equally between the two clubs.   If a match of three triples (see “Incomplete Teams” below) is abandoned, twenty-seven ends must have been played for the score to stand. In such a match, if fewer than twenty-seven ends have been played and the clubs do not wish to re-play the fixture the points will be divided equally as though a full four-triples game had been started.   

SCORING & RESULTS


Results will be decided on a points system.   The aggregate shot count over all four triples will earn three points for the side with the higher score and each winning triple will be awarded one point.   Thus seven points are allocated at each match.   In the event of a draw, either on the aggregate score or on any individual triple the three points (or one point) will be shared.

League positions are determined firstly by the points earned and, in the event of equality, by shots difference.   If there is still equality the club with the higher number of “shots for” will take the higher league position.   If there is still equality the club winning the match when the two clubs met during the season will take the higher league position


For each match the home club Captain of the Day (or another member nominated  by the club) should e-mail the Secretary (at frank.sumner@btinternet.com) with (a) the match details (clubs involved and date of match); (b) the number of rinks won by each club and (c) the aggregate score.   The points earned should also be included as a check.   The e-mail should be copied to the visiting club (to an e-mail address provided by the visiting captain of the day).   This replaces confirmation given by the signatures of both captains of the day on the results cards.   When the League Secretary receives the result he will reply to both clubs (to the original sender and the visiting club representative to whom the result was copied) acknowledging receipt.  
REARRANGED FIXTURES


Variations to the fixture dates, necessitated by one-off problems, may be agreed between the clubs concerned. When this happens, the League Secretary should be informed.   Rearranged matches do not have to be played on a Sunday.

INCOMPLETE TEAMS


If a club fails to field a full team the match may still be played with three triples.   The offending club will be deemed to have lost the unplayed triple by 5 shots.   In the event that a club fails to fulfill a fixture at all, the seven points and a shot difference of 15 will be awarded to that club’s opponents.

DRESS


 Matches are normally played in whites but for rearranged fixtures played midweek, clubs should agree between themselves on the dress code.

DISPUTES


In the event of a dispute the matter should be referred as soon as possible to the League Secretary, who may consult with other member clubs and whose decision shall be final.
